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Background and Data Sour ces

This report on Colorado cancer incidence,
survival, and mortality for 1996-2001 is published
by the Colorado Central Cancer Registry (CCCR),
the cancer surveillance program of the Prevention
Services Division in the Colorado Department of
Public Health and Environment (CDPHE). These
statistics are important indicators for Colorado
cancer trendsand for evaluation of cancer preven-
tion and control efforts. For all cancerscombined
and for each of 27 cancers, atwo-page layout of
tables describing highlighted findings, and infor-
mation about incidence, early detection, survival,

and mortality are presented in thisreport. Many
of these cancers, such as colon and rectum, lung,
melanoma, breast, invasive cervix, prostate, and
bladder are either preventable or detectable at an
early and more survivable stage of disease. As
the table below shows, these seven cancers ac-
counted for nearly 65% of all cancers diagnosed
in Colorado during 1997-2001. Additional tables
in the report present statewide 1991-2001 inci-
dence countsand ratesfor over 70 detailed cancer
sitesand 1991-2001 mortality countsand ratesfor
30 selected cancers.

The Colorado cancer incidence data
for this report come from the CCCR, and the
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Background and Data Sour ces

state cancer mortality dataare provided by the
Health Statistics Section of the CDPHE.

Comparable U.S. cancer incidenceand
mortality data from 1996-2000 included in
this report are from publications of the North
American Association of Central Cancer Reg-
istries(NAACCR), except that the estimate of
U.S. incidence of liver and intrahepatic bile
duct cancer istaken from the National Cancer
Institute because the NAACCR grouping in-
cludesonly liver cancer. U.S. cancer mortal-
ity dataarefromall 50 states combined, while
U.S. cancer incidence dataare combined from
34 popul ation-based central cancer registries,
including Colorado. These 34 registries met
NAACCR reporting standards and register
diagnosed cancers from a combined area that
coversover two-thirds of thetotal U.S. popu-
lation.

Long-term collection and analysis of
cancer data allow the CCCR to identify new
patterns in incidence, stage of disease, sur-
vival, and mortality. These statistics inform
health professionals and citizens about spe-
cific cancers and can be used to focus cancer
control activities, such as developing health
services and screening programs. As part of
the Colorado Cancer Prevention and Control
Plan, some of the information presented here
will also be used to monitor progress toward
cancer objectives for the Years 2005 and
2010.

With continuous support from the state
of Colorado and assistance from the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),
the CCCR has had compl ete, statewide cancer
reporting in Colorado since 1988 with cover-
age of the entire Denver Metropolitan area
since 1979. The CCCR is legidatively
authorized under Section 25-1-107(1)(z) of
Colorado Revised Statutes 1973. Statewide
cancer reporting is accomplished through the
cooperative efforts of hospitals and hospital
tumor registrars, outpatient diagnostic and

treatment centers, pathol ogy laboratories, pri-
vate physicians, the Health Statistics Section
of the CDPHE, and the CCCR.

Age-adjusted incidence and mortality
rates were computed for Colorado cancer cases
during 1996-2000 to allow for comparisons to
national data collected from thistime period. To
show time trends these statistics, plus cancer
stage percentages, were also computed for 2001.
Five-year relative survival rates were calculated
for 1990-93 and 1994-97.

Categories of race/ethnicity consideredin
this report were white non-Hispanic, white His-
panic, and black, which together comprise 97% of
Colorado’s population. The term “Hispanic” is
generally used to denote persons of Hispanic ori-
gin or Hispanic surname. The "all races' cate-
gory includes persons of other races (3% of Colo-
rado’s population), as well as non-Hispanic
whites, blacks, and Hispanics.

Colorado population counts used as de-
nominators for rates were prepared by the De-
mography Section of the Colorado Department of
Local Affairs and provided to the CCCR by the
Health Statistics Section of the CDPHE. These
population counts were 2002-based estimates by
race/ethnicity, sex, and age. Multiple-race re-
sponses allowed in the 2000 Census were redis-
tributed by the Demography Section using apro-
portional share model to match 1990 Censusrace
groups.

Colorado mortality data, also obtained
from the Health Statistics Section of the CDPHE,
werefrom 1991-2001 deathsin which cancer was
determined to be the underlying cause of death.

In keeping with registration practices na-
tionwide, superficial skin cancers, such as basal
and squamous cell skin cancers, were excluded.

Averageannual age-adjusted rateshelp
reduce the effect of chance fluctuations in data
that occur from one year to the next. The age-
adjusted rates allow for comparisons of rates in
different populations and over different time peri-
ods. Any observed differences in age-adjusted
rateswill not be due to differing age structures of
the populations compared. Theratesin thisreport
were adjusted to the 2000 U.S. standard popula-

tion by the direct method. In the direct method
the age-specific rate for each group is multiplied
by the portion of the U.S. standard population that
isin that age group. The resulting numbers are
summed, yielding an age-adjusted rate.

Tables in this report cannot be com-
pared totablesin CCCR reportsreleased prior
to 2002 due to a change in the standard year
used for calculating age-adjusted rates. Publi-
cations of the CCCR released prior to 2002 have
age-adjusted rates based on the 1970 U.S. stan-
dard population. Starting with publications re-
leased in 2002, rates have been age-adjusted us-
ing the 2000 U.S. standard, which is a procedure
adopted by federal and state agencies across the
country to reflect age changes in the population
and to establish a single age-adjustment standard
for all diseases.

NAACCR studies have shown that cancer
rates age-adjusted to the new 2000 standard still
have the same time trend slopes as rates adjusted
to the old 1970 standard. However, rates age-
adjusted to the 2000 standard appear to be about
15-20% higher than rates age-adjusted to the 1970
standard whichillustrateswhy ratesin thisreport
cannot be compared to rates in reports released
prior to 2002.

Standard errors of rates are a measure
of the reliability or precision of calculated rates.
Rates based on larger populations have smaller
standard errorswhil e rates based on smaller popu-
lations have larger standard errors. Although
standard errors are not presented in these tables,
an approximation of the standard error of a par-
ticular incidence or mortality rate can be derived
from the following formula:

SE.=rate/+ events

associated with an incidence rate or the number of
deaths associated with a mortality rate.

An approximate test to compare two
ratesstatistically can be cal culated using thefol -
lowing formula:

Z=(rate-rater)ly/ (SE.2+SE.»)

S.E. isthe standard error of therate. If the abso-
lute value of Z is greater than 1.96, the two rates
are significantly different at a p-value of 0.05.
This test can be inaccurate for rates based on
fewer than 10 cases, and it was not used for rates
based on fewer than six cases. Thisstatistical test
was used to compare 1996-2000 U.S. and Colo-
rado incidence and mortality ratesand to compare
Colorado 1996-2000 incidence and mortality rates
to rates for 2001. Based on this test, Colorado
incidence and mortality rates that were statisti-
cally higher or lower than the selected compari-
son rate were marked with symbolsin the appro-
priate age-adjusted rate tables.

Also, thistest was used to compare Colo-
rado incidence and mortality rates for Hispanics
to non-Hispanic whites, and for blacks to non-
Hispanic whites, withinthe U.S. and Colorado for
1996-2000. The test was likewise used to com-
pare 2001 rates for Hispanics to non-Hispanic
whites, and blacksto non-Hispanic whites. Those
race/ethnicity comparisonsthat tested statistically
high or low were marked with symbolsin the ap-
propriate age-adjusted rate tables. Higher or
lower rates that were not statistically significant
may be described in this report if they were part
of a pattern of high or low rates or were very
closeto statistical significance. Rates, especially
those based on rare cancers or small populations,
can fluctuate from one time period to the next.
Because of the small number of cases, differences
intheserates are often not statistically significant.

Cancer incidence and mortality rates

measure the number of new invasive diagnoses,
and deaths from an underlying cause, respec-
tively, per 100,000 population during a defined
period of time. Incidence rates exclude in-situ
cancers (see Stage of disease below).

Cumulative risk, an estimate of the
chances of an individual being diagnosed with
cancer by a particular age, e.g., by age 85, was
computed based on Colorado 1997-2001 age-
specific rates. The cumulativerisk isafunction of
the cumulative rate. The cumulative rate equals
the sum of each five-year age-specific rate, ex-
pressed as a decimal fraction, multiplied by five
to account for thefive-year ageintervalsand mul-
tiplied by 100 to express the cumulative rate as a
percentage.

The cumulative risk = 100(1-gteumulative rae’io0)y
It can be expressed as a percentage or a probabil-
ity, e.g., for men the cumulativerisk to age 85 for
all cancers combined is about 50% or a probabil -
ity of cancer of onein two. This method may re-
sultin dlightly different risksthan those quoted by
the American Cancer Society, which have been
computed by DevCan software developed by the
National Cancer Institute (see ACS reference in
Background and Data Sour ces section).

Relative survival rates measure the ob-
served proportion of patients surviving aparticu-
lar cancer diagnosis compared to the expected
survival of a group of similarly aged persons in
the general population. This permits meaningful
survival comparisons of groups of patients from
different calendar years and with different ages.

In thisreport, the time periods of 1990-93
and 1994-97 were compared. Expected survival
was based on 1995 Colorado lifetables. Survival
differences seen may not be reflected in the more
recent mortality trend datafrom 1996-2001. Sur-
vival rates presented in this report exclude pa-
tientswith in-situ stage or more than one primary
cancer to be consistent with SEER statistics.

Stage of disease at the time of cancer di-
agnosisistypically defined by size and contain-
ment or spread of the tumor. One of the schemes
for staging, SEER summary stage, has alowed
for historical comparisons over time. (A new
summary stage definition, starting with the year
2001, isnot completely consistent with the earlier
version, and the effect of this change is being
evaluated by national groups). Summary stage
includes the categories of in-situ, localized, re-
gional, and distant spread. The preinvasive stage
of amalignant tumor iscaled in-situ stageand is
usually highly curable. In the earliest invasive
stage of cancer, the localized stage, the tumor is
confined to the organ of origin. Regional spread
isto adjacent organsand/or lymph nodes, and dis-
tant stage refers to a tumor which has spread to
distant organs or lymph nodes.

For lymphomas, however, thisreport uses
American Joint Committee on Cancer (AJCC)
staging which codes tumor size (T), node involv-
ment (N) and metastasis (M).
